· RESIDENTS ARE YOUNG MEN---NOT BOYS.
· STAFF ARE STAFF---NOT GUARDS,’SCREWS’ OR ANYTHING ELSE.

· DO NOT ARGUE WITH STAFF OR SECURITY AT ANY TIME. IF THERE IS A PROBLEM BOB KIRBY WILL INTERVENE.

· THIS IS NOT A PRISON---IT IS A RESIDENTIAL TREATMENT or DETENTION CENTER.

· NO KNIVES. ONE PEN FOR RECORDING PRAYER REQUEST-KEEP TRACK OF IT. PUT YOUR KEYS AWAY. 

· DO NOT LISTEN TO CONFESSIONS---WE DO NOT WANT TO KNOW WHY THEY ARE HERE. LEGAL ISSUE.CONTACT BOB KIRBY FOR FOLLOWUP WITH CENTER.
· NEVER GIVE YOUR ADDRESS OR ANY PERSONAL INFORMATION. NO CORRESPONDING WITH RESIDENTS.
· NO PERFUME---NO SHORTS OR TANK TOPS (THAT MEAN’S GUYS AND GALS)---

NO HATS---RAP MUSIC---LIQUOR---CELL PHONES OR BEEPERS. ALSO, NO CAPRI’S,SANDALS, SPANDEX OR SLEEVELESS SHIRTS(SPECTRUM RULES). NO CAMERAS.  Jackets, coats, and clothing with hoods are not permitted. Please place these items in a locker.
· NO INAPPROPRIATE LANGUAGE.

· BE NATURAL--DON’T TRY TO CON THE YOUNG MEN---THEY WILL SEE RIGHT THROUGH A ‘CON’.

· DON’T GUESS---ASK!!!  LET’S REPEAT-DON’T GUESS---ASK!!!

· Please be on hand at Calumet or Lincoln Center on your assigned day ready to minister PROMPTLY at the time prescribed. After signing in, go to the 'Visitation' area in the front of the building For the most part we only have an hour so promptness is essential. IF YOU ARE UNABLE to keep your appointed time please call 'Bob' at 586-978-8753. 

· Please record each resident's FIRST name and the first initial of the last name and a prayer request. The chaplain should record the prayer request. The prayer request usually is recorded at the end of the session but is not mandatory; can be at sign in. PLEASE, every resident should have a prayer request or praise.

 

· Teams: We usually minister to a resident for approximately 10-12 minutes unless the volume of residents is light. The 10-12 minute guideline ensures that we can see a total of 35 residents in an hour.
· Social Network Sites: We recognize that these sites are convenient for those who wish to communicate to vast numbers of folks. THEY HAVE NO PLACE IN DEALING WITH DETAINED PERSONS. Simply stated, ‘Center Management does not want any information on social network sites'; end of story. This also means that volunteers may not 'tweet', post ( or whatever) any specifics concerning their involvement with a facility wherein 'IYM' is the Spiritual Enrichment provider.
ONE LAST REMINDER: We are here to BIBLICALLY counsel; we are not psychologists. We are never to recommend any action that could be detrimental physically and/or mentally to a resident e.g.: 'fasting'. While fasting is biblical it can be harmful to residents. If in doubt...DON'T DO IT; contact the undersigned.
