Welcome to Calumet/Lincoln Centers
Calumet & Lincoln Center welcomes all visitors. This is a juvenile justice facility; following safety and security procedures and the wearing of modest apparel will facilitate you in having a comfortable visiting experience.

WE REQUEST THAT YOU OBSERVE THE FOLLOWING RULES DURING YOUR VISIT:

1. Please do not visit under the influence of drugs or alcohol. Visitors determined to be under the influence will not be allowed to visit.

2. Please do not use loud or profane language. Visitors who are verbally or physically abusive towards youth or staff will not be allowed to visit.

      3. Please wear modest clothing. Visitors may not wear spandex or tight stretch pants, short and! or revealing dresses or skirts and may not wear shorts when visiting. Halter tops, tank tops, see through clothing, low cut tops, and sleeveless shirts and blouses are not permitted. Ladies must wear bras. Bare shoulders and bare midriffs are not permitted. Visitors wearing clothing that does not meet these facility requirements will be given a visitor's smock to wear while visiting.

4. Jackets, coats, and clothing with hoods are not permitted. Please place these items in a locker.

5. Head gear, with the exception of religious head gear, is not allowed.

Visitors failing to comply with any visiting rule will have their visit terminated.

CONTRABAND

Visitors are not allowed to bring any items into the visiting areas. All personal items must be left in your vehicle or in a provided locker. Visitors found bringing weapons or contraband (drugs, alcohol, tobacco products, lighters, matches, pornography, money, etc.) into Calumet/Lincoln Center will have their visit terminated. If contraband is of an illegal nature, law enforcement will be called and the visitor will be arrested and prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law.

GRIEVANCE PROCEDURES

If you have a complaint, there is a Grievance Procedure available to you. You may access this procedure by contacting the Shift Supervisor on duty or your youth's Clinical Case Manager or Detention Assessment Worker.
