Guidelines from the Spiritual Director:
Thank you for your Gift in Ministry. I do believe in my heart you will gain a closer walk with the Lord by your preparation in the book of Romans. I want to go over a few steps we will all need to follow to make this study work.
A . Pray at the beginning and at the end of each session that God will bring His Word alive to the young men.  Try to get as many young men to participate as possible.
1.   We will do one lesson a week with the young men .If we miss coming a week to the ficity we will not skip a week.
2.  Do not jump ahead to other lessons. Keep on track so that everyone is on the same lesson every week.
3.   Let the young men look up the answers in the Bible. Let them  get used to reading Gods Word.
4.  Keep to the answers in the key and right out of the scriptures we want to keep God's word only as the answer not our own words or any doctrine or political answer.  Do not get into any Muslim debate or any other religious differences, refer that back to the Spiritual Director because that will only distract from where we should go and we do have a time constraint.
5.   I do realize they will have questions but keep the questions to this study and how God can change our lives.
6.   If you have any questions yourself on meaning of passages don't guess call myself or Bob or any of the board of IYM and we will help you .Our goal is to keep this unified so we are all on the same page!
Our goal is to lead them in a deep relationship with God!

Administrative Guidelines:

Chaplain/ teacher Sonita Martin submitted some questions which we will answer here; some are contained in Pastor Bill’s commentary but we will reiterate here.
Any special dos & don’ts?-No, but please re-read the rules & regulations found under ‘Conduct’ on the web site. Please remember that we are not here to debate other religions ( see Pastor Bill’s comments). ABOVE ALL THERE ARE TO BE NO POLITICAL DISCUSSIONS OF ANY KIND. WE ARE HERE TO TEACH FROM GOD’S WORD.
How early can we arrive to put up the sound system? The sound system will not be required in this classroom setting. Teachers should be on hand at 5:45 PM. The first class is from 6:00 to 6:45 PM; the second is from 7:00 to 7:45PM.
Any particular subjects we should not make reference to? What the young men are locked up for. No political opinions, conversations or references. This is a bible study to teach God’s word. There is no other agenda! Stay with the lesson which will avoid ‘other’ discussions.
Can we bring visual aids? Yes but keep in mind the timing of each lesson is 45 minutes. Don’t let additional aids hamper the objective and the timing constraints.

Can residents participate in discussion? Yes. It will be important to engage the young men and make this interactive. Meet them where they are at but again, remember the timing.

A word about behavior-Theirs & ours:

We expect the young men and attending staff to conduct themselves in a manner appropriate to the program content. It is the teachers right to have a disobedient resident removed after the resident has received one warning. A session may be terminated by the lead teacher if behavior warrants such and the Facility Manager has been summoned for assistance.

Our behavior must be above reproach. We are there to biblically instruct; a very high calling. Accordingly, our deportment, dress and overall demeanor must be such that the Lord would say:…’well, done, good and faithful servant’.
