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JAMES 3:1My brethren, let not many of you become teachers, knowing that we shall receive a stricter judgment. 
     We will be held accountable for what and how we teach. If we teach based on our opinion, our opinion can change if more information is received on the subject, but what about the people whom we’ve taught the bible based on our opinion? They now walk around in the bondages of our opinions, that we insisted at the time were accurate. We placed them in that bondage, and all we probably have to say now is, “Oops,” or we just don’t realize the damage we’ve done.
     But James 3:1 says that you will receive a stricter judgment so many shouldn’t try to be teachers. You need to know what you’re doing. The false teachers in the bible didn’t realize they were false teachers, they simply thought that what they were teaching was right (walk in our traditions, and believe in Christ), the Galatians Epistle. We have an enemy who is a deceiver, his job is to deceive people, and whom does he use? People.
What did the false teachers do? They mislead the people. 
JOHN 14:26But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things. 
JOHN 16:13However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth. 
A spiritually mature person can easily recognize a teacher who has been taught by man verses being taught by God.  One taught by God knows that it’s God who brings about revelation, if he or she, as teacher, can provide the proper information. It’s not about teaching what we believe; it’s about leading them into revelation and relationship. 
Paul says “23but we preach Christ crucified, to the Jews a stumbling block and to the Greeks foolishness, 24but to those who are called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. (1Corinthians 1:23-24) 

1CORINTHIANS 2:14But the natural man does not receive the things of the Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him; nor can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.

1CORINTHIANS 9:20and to the Jews I became as a Jew, that I might win Jews; to those who are under the law, as under the law, that I might win those who are under the law; 21to those who are without law, as without law (not being without law toward God, but under law toward Christ), that I might win those who are without law; 22to the weak I became as weak, that I might win the weak. I have become all things to all men, that I might by all means save some.
